Mother had a great deal of imagina­
tion and a great capacity for making us 
enjoy special occasion . 

In addition to Christmas being such a 
tim of happy mem ories, 0 were Ea ter, 
with an annual egg hunt with eggs we 
dyed ourselve - but did not eat, for the 
Pure Food Law were very lax in those 
days and the coloring was poisonous, 

Halloween, and all famil y birthday' 
were very special, too. My favorite birth­
day cake for years was chocolate-cu tard 
layer cake; Alice's was caramel; and 
Jule's, whi te coconut. Somehow, we all 
managed to have a freezer of ice cream.

When th ir son, Ge orge T hurston 
W illiams emigrated to Virginia and mar­
ried Sallie Berkley icholsou, he was a 
frequ ent visitor to Deerchase, their home 
in Middlesex County. 

The family later moved to "Rockhill," in 
Casanova, and George Williams visited 
t em there: It was at the end of a visit in 
April 1898, just before he was to return 
to England, that George Williams died 
of pneumonia. He is buried in the family 
plot at Grace Church , Casanova.

The Turnbull Family 
Dr. Thomas Turnbull Jr, was 

married to the former M' bel Gordon 
Hussey, Th e Turnbulls purchased 
Melrose Castle in 1899, and lived there 
until 1916.
